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Students should try to attend every workshop.

80% attendance is the minimum requirement, which allows for possible emergencies

Students are not expected to attend other workshops on the dates of the course

The Workshop days give the Tutor the chance to bring in their own ‘style’ or influences that the Foundation and 200hr TT could not cover and therefore the Tutor can design the Syllabus for this year around the needs of their group,  but the Workshops should cover the Essay questions as required

The Workshop days are also for the Tutor to bring more in-depth classroom management and teaching techniques that arise from the student’s experiences in taking their own classes.

10 x 3 hour workshops with Tutor or alternatively 5 x 6 hour workshops  on teaching techniques and queries/questions arising from the students own experience with their own class.

The Student should be teaching their own class/es on a regular basis and hold a valid insurance certificate

Case Study Research (Essay 4)

Attendance at a Residential Yoga Retreat minimum of a weekend (ie: Friday to Sunday) or longer – to be logged with the Tutor. This can be either FRYOG organised or other.  This may have already been completed by the student in their Foundation or 200 hr Course.
These Essays are sent for final Assessment with an allocated Theory Assessor  and a Final Practical Assessment with the Student’s Tutor – if successful the student will be awarded a “FRYOG 500” Teaching Certificate.
